Closing of Parks Ordinance (4.2.103)

The City can close any park to protect the park land, park
property/facility or to protect the public’s health, safety or welfare.
Should park closure happen, permit holders will be contacted
immediately and a refund processed.

No Smoking Ordinance (6.6.202, 6.6.203 and 6.6.204)
It shall be unlawful for any person to smoke, light, or carry any lighted
smoking instrument in or on any park property.

Leash Ordinance (6.7.107, 9.9.302)

City code requires all dogs be on a leash while in city parks and on city
trails. For designated off-leash dog parks or dog runs, visit
coloradosprings.gov/DogParks

Rockets, Drones,or Model Aircraft (9.9.412)

Itis unlawful for any unauthorized person to operate any rockets,
drones, model airplanes, or radio controlled aircraft in any park except
in areas set apart for these forms of recreation. Exception: Those
having Special Event Permit and/or Commercial Film Permit.
Those with permit must follow all FAA Rules and Regulations
found at www.faa.gov/uas/
